February 18, 2026


1) Call to Order

The meeting of the Rangeview Library District (d.b.a. "Anythink Libraries") Board of Trustees was called to order at Anythink Huron Street at 5:07 pm. A quorum was present.

2) Additions or Changes to the Agenda

Fink, Executive Director, added Introduction of new Anythink Perl Mack Branch Manager, Mandi Miller, and the Anythink Huron Street Branch Report presented by Cristy Moran to New Business.

A motion to approve the agenda as amended for the February 18, 2026 Regular Board Meeting was made by Trustee Jackson and seconded by Trustee Lapham. Motion carried.

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4) Approval of the Minutes of the January 21, 2026 Regular Board Meeting
A motion to approve the Minutes of the January 21, 2026 Board Meeting was made by Trustee Lapham and seconded by Trustee Cooper. Motion carried.

5) Finance Manager's Report, Nan Fisher

Presentation and Acceptance of the January 2026 Financials

Fisher presented the January 2026 Financials.

A motion to accept the January 2026 Financials was made by Trustee Lapham and seconded by Trustee Cooper. Motion carried.

6) Old Business

None

7) New Business
a. Action Item: Review and approve Freedom of Speech and Public Expression Policy, presented by Mark Fink, Executive Director

Fink explained that the proposed Freedom of Speech and Public Expression Policy provides more detailed instructions for compliance, and replaces Anythink's previous Freedom of Assembly Policy.

Trustee Jackson asked if candidates can rent meeting rooms. Fink said yes, that meeting rooms are available for anyone to rent. Trustee Cooper asked about the distance for election activities. Fink said we have restrictions, consistent with Colorado Statute and a distance of 100 feet is required.

A motion to approve the Freedom of Speech and Public Expression Policy as presented was made by Trustee Jackson and seconded by Trustee Kramer. Motion carried.

b. Action Item: Nominate Slate and Elect Officers

Trustee Brundage's term ended in January 2026, and since she was serving as Board President, a new slate of officers was needed. The following slate was proposed:

Trustee Jackson - President Trustee Lapham - Vice President
Trustee Cooper - Secretary/Treasurer

A motion to approve the Slate and Elect Officers as presented was made by Trustee Kramer and seconded by Trustee Jackson. Motion carried.

c. Introduction of Mandi Miller, Anythink Perl Mack Branch Manager, presented by Ricardo Cardenas, Associate Director of Customer Experience

Cardenas introduced Mandi Miller, the new Anythink Perl Mack Branch Manager. He said that she has a long history with Anythink and he welcomed her to this new role. Cardenas invited Mandi to say a few words. Miller said that she has been with Anythink for many years and that she was actually a Wrangler at Anythink Huron Street at the start of her career, and that she is excited to be returning to Anythink Perl Mack in this new role.
d. Anythink Huron Street Branch Report, presented by Cristy Moran

Moran provided an extensive overview of the programs, services, facilities work, personnel changes and celebrations that have occurred at Anythink Huron Street over the last 12 months. Fink mentioned that visitation and program statistics for Anythink Huron Street have increased and he commended Cristy Moran for her new leadership and energy at the branch.

8) Capital Projects Update, Justin Sager, Owner's Representative
Sager reported on the construction progress of the Anythink Nature Library and said that the Certificate of Occupancy (COF) is expected to be issued in June 2026.

Sager also reported that the design phase for the Admin. Building is complete, and now the architects are working on finalizing the construction documents. Sager said that construction is tentatively set to start August 2026 and the renovation should be completed in 2027.

Sager said that construction and design phases at Anythink Reunion Express Library are complete and construction will commence in April 2026.

Fink asked Sager to explain the reasoning why we purchased a building and decided to renovate it instead of building something new for the Admin Building. Sager said that expenses for new construction would have been at least 50% more compared to doing the renovation because we are saving on land purchase, utilities, fees, taxes and much more. Sager said the renovation was the most cost effective and efficient decision for this project.
9) Executive Director Report, Mark Fink

Fink commended Trustee Brundage for her eight years of service on the Board of Trustees as well as for the passion and commitment she has for Anythink as a community resource.

Fink thanked the entire Board for their support with this transition, and announced that Anythink's newest Board Member will start in March.

Fink said that Paola Vilaxa, Director of DEIB and Community Engagement, and Victoria Ortega, Outreach&. Community Connection Manager, met with two members of the Commerce City Council to present our plan for the Anythink Reunion Express Library. They focused their presentation on the results of the community surveys, conducted in 2024 and

2025, and reviewed the outcomes of the ballot initiatives from 2018 and 2019. With the Express Library, Anythink will be able to expand service to Reunion that is sustainable and provides flexibility to adapt as community needs and interests change.

Fink reported that he has been in contact with the Aurora City Manager regarding major growth to the city that will be in Anythink's service area. Over the next 10 years, the City of Aurora will be adding housing units to accommodate 35,000 people. Fink said the City Manager is interested in discussing opportunities to partner, perhaps modeling the project after the Anythink Thornton Community Center library in collaboration with the City of Thornton. Fink mentioned that the parties will meet in the future to explore a variety of library service options.
Fink announced that a Request for Proposal (RFP) has been initiated seeking proposals for the creation and installation of public art at the Anythink Nature Library. He said that the proposals are due in March and the artist selection will be announced in the upcoming months.

Fink said that the refresh at Anythink Perl Mack is complete and it is an amazing space.

Fink announced the "Dusty Boots Tour" at the Anythink Nature Library is scheduled for Friday, March 20, 2026 and extended an invitation to the Board to attend.
Fink said that a local high school student and girl scout, Gillian, will be helping Anythink promote its Freedom to Read Collection in support of her Gold Badge. She will focus her efforts on creating awareness for other teens about banned books and how the Freedom to Read Collection removes barriers for teens to access books that have been banned or challenged in the U.S. He said that RyAnne Scott, Director of External Relations and Brand Strategy, will be working with her. Fink said that she will also be attending Library Day at the Capital in March and will be sharing her perspective to Legislators.
Fink spoke about the ICE activity in Minneapolis, and shared details about how Anythink is preparing for this type of activity if it occurs in the Denver metro region.

10) Legal Counsel Report, Elizabeth Dauer and Ryan Liston
Ryan Liston, Legal Counsel, shared an update about a legal case involving the Elizabeth School District, in Colorado, and that the District abandoned its appeal to the 10th Circuit Court on January 20, 2026, regarding a lawsuit over the removal of LGBTQ and race-themed books. The case (Crookshanks v. Elizabeth School District) now returns to the district court for trial, leaving in place a preliminary injunction that required the district to return the books to library shelves.

Trustee Brundage thanked everyone for allowing her to be part of this amazing organization and being part of the wonderful magic that is done here every day.

12) Executive Session
A motion to enter into Executive Session was called at approximately 6:30 pm, pursuant to
C.R.S. 24-6-402(4) (e) and (f) to discuss Executive Director's Annual Performance and Contract Matters was made by Trustee Jackson and seconded by Trustee Cooper. Motion carried.

Executive Session reconvened to open session at approximately 8:15 pm.

13) Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:16 pm.
